
 
 

Project Ideas For Chapters 
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1.  Bake and Share Holiday Project :  Chapter members bake 
cookies as holiday gifts for community members who are 
residing in Homeless Shelters or facilities for the elderly.  
Select three facilities that you can donate to before embarking 
on this project. Ask members in your chapter to donate and 
bake the cookies to deliver. Chapter visitations to the facilities 
might be completed twice yearly.  
 
2.  Gently Used Clothing Project:  Collect gently used clothing (from 

members, grandchildren, etc.) and donate them to a 
community homeless shelter, local women’s shelter or group 
home. This project can be done twice yearly.  Bring the 
clothing to a Chapter member’s garage for sorting and 
packing. Identify your donation sites and be clear on times 

and dates convenient for the donations to be received and delivered. This is 
another way for DKG Chapters to engage with the community. 
 
3. All Occasions Card Project:   Chapter members who want to share 
their artistic talents can design personalized all occasion cards to 
share with community elderly care facilities. Meet at a chapter 
member’s home and have a “design a card” luncheon. 
Consider adopting a Care facility and deliver the cards every other 
month to the elderly patients. Design cards to show caring thoughts 
and historical ideas representing time periods relevant to the elderly 
patients 
 

4.  The Fantastic Travels And Speakers Project:  Chapter members who 
have extensive travel experiences can relate their experiences as 
guest speakers for high school classes.  The firsthand account of 
travel information can provide primary source information for 

students in World History and US History classes.  Contact school 
districts and school sites letting them know of the speakers’ bureau 

within your Chapter.  
 
5.  Secret Garden Multicultural Project:  Many Chapters have adopted 
schools and created gardens. This project would focus on creating a 
garden that has fruits and vegetables that come from other cultures 
and countries of the world.  Students get the opportunity to grow and 
taste fruits and vegetables that are unfamiliar to them.  This can be a 
social studies and science project.  
 



 
 

 
6.  Gently Used Shoe Project:  Find out where in your community to donate gently 
used shoes. Think about community churches, homeless 
shelters, domestic violence shelters and foster care groups to 
partner with and provide gently used shoes. Collect shoes from 
Chapter members and friends. Try at least once a year to 
organize this shoe give-a-way drive. Also consider DKG 
International and the communities being served that are in need of 
gently used shoes. 
 
7.  Adopt A School Secretary Project: Adopt a school secretary in your district for 

their dedication to all children in a neighborhood school. Give 
small gift baskets of seasonal plants, healthy snacks (pretzels, 
pumpkin seeds, apple slices, whole wheat crackers, etc.) as a 
show of appreciation from your Chapter each month or twice a 
year as an ongoing project. This idea may also lead to 
volunteer opportunities and “THAT” (Teachers Helping 

Another Teacher) hours at a school site for Chapter members. 
 
8.  Walk-A-Thon Project: Sponsor a Walk-A-Thon. Organize and partner with 

another DKG Chapter in your area and create a 2-3 hours walking 
event using a local community school ground. Schedule the event 

for a Saturday and invite schools.  Ask all participants to donate a 
dollar for each lap walked. Donate the proceeds to the host school 

parents’ group.  
 
 

9.  Sock It To Me Project:  Identify/adopt a local Childcare 
(Daycare/Nursery school) facility that is part of your local school 
district. Start a drive among your Chapter members to collect and 
donate new socks to give to each child during the holiday season. 
Insert in each pair of socks a decorative message from your Chapter 
and a candy cane. This project can also be used for local homeless 
shelters and senior care facilities.  

10.  June Teachers Give Away Project:  Chapter members can organize an end of 
the school year teachers’ giveaway & exchange of teaching 
resources. Include site PTA or PTO parents in the project. 
Solicit teaching materials to exchange or give away from 
teachers who are retiring, changing grade levels, moving into 
administration or going to another school site. Connect with 
your local teachers’ union to share dates and the school site to 

be used. Sort the giveaway materials by grade levels and curriculum needs.  
Use the multiple purpose room or auditorium to set up grade level tables.  
Invite the education reporter from your local newspaper to cover this event!  

 



 
 

 

11.  Fall Teacher Recruitment Tea Project:  Involve your Chapter in 
working closely with the district’s local teachers’ union or retired 
teachers’ group and plan a “DKG Recruitment TEA” at the 
beginning of the school year for all newly hired teachers. This 
project must be informative as well as a catalyst for the 
recruitment of new teachers to your DKG Chapter. Have a veteran teacher and 
a first year teacher share teaching experiences and reasons for teaching in the 
district. Allow for a question and answer period.  Have Chapter members donate 
tea, cookies, sweeteners, and tablecloths.  
 
12. Winter Umbrellas Weather Project:   Do you have chapter members 
who have umbrellas that are no longer being used? Donate unused 
umbrella during the fall and spring season for a giveaway drive in 
the winter. Chapters can also collaborate with principals and 
classroom teachers to find out which students are in need of umbrellas.  
 
13.  Academic Mitts And Gloves Project: Keep abreast of local schools’ 

test scores in comparison to state academic test scores. 
Select a school or class in your district and partner with a 
local nonprofit group in the community for the buying and 
donation of mitts and gloves. Place inside each pair of 
mittens or gloves a very special message of 

encouragement to students at the elementary school level. Adopt this class and 
follow their academic efforts.
