Professional Development 
Workshops 

 

Cyberbullying: Bullying  
21st Century Style 
Jennifer Campbell, Beta Omega, Area II, will base her presentation on the new 
buzzword “cyberbullying.” What is this new type of bullying and how does it figure 
into the overall landscape of tween and teenage life? In this session, you will learn 
strategies to identify students who are being bullied, how to help students who are 
the bullies and what people can do to help stop or minimize the impact of bullying. 
You will also discover ways to involve students in preventing bullying.  
 

Exploring English Language Development Strategies 
Ana Haskins, Alpha Upsilon, Area XIII, will explore English Language 
Development Strategies for the classroom. Introducing strategies throughout all 
content areas and scaffolding for English language learners, Ana will share 
models, including Gardner's Multiple Intelligence and Guided Language 
Acquisition Design (GLAD).   
 

Mathematical Practices Through the World of Science, Technology, 
Engineering, Arts and Math 
Annette Babakhanian, Math Instructional Coach and Teacher Specialist in 
Glendale Unified School District, will use hands-on math to demonstrate how 
students learn and master the Standards of Mathematical Practice through 
engaging instructional strategies such as the 3-Act Math and Number Talk. 
 

Drug Impairment Training for Educational Professionals (DITEP)  
CHP Sgt. Glen Glaser will present the California Highway Patrol’s free K-12 drug 
training which instructs school administrators, teachers, and school nurses how to 
determine if a student is impaired and whether the impairment is due to a medical 
problem or is drug related. If the impairment is drug related, proven diagnostic 
procedures are used to determine what drugs are likely to be causing the 
observed impairment. DITEP offers an aggressive evaluation and detection 
program resulting in the decline of drug usage in schools and making our 
communities and schools a safer place for all.    (Continued on Page 6)

President’s Message 

WHAT MAKES OUR CHAPTERS THRIVE? 
 

The needs of members are not all the same which means Chapters must plan with this in 
mind.  Diversity in all areas is a key component. 
 

¶ How well do you know the talents of your members? Each member brings her own talents to the group.  
Those talents should be discovered and celebrated. A well-planned activity could reveal that information. 
Potential talents such as leadership should be mentored to help individuals stretch, take risks and develop the 
concept of lifelong learning. 

¶ Does your membership come from a wide range of professional areas? Check to see how many levels 
of education are represented in your Chapter. Including preschool through college/university teachers, 
professors and administrators in both the public and private sector provides strength to your Chapter. What 
about librarians, school nurses and professional trainers? 

¶ Is there a range in age of your membership? A Chapter will not remain healthy and vital without young 
members being initiated regularly. 

¶ Do all members provide input in the type of programs/events the Chapter will have during the year?  
Members will support activities that interest them. Poll your membership to learn their desires and needs. Take 
advantage of individual strengths and use these people as presenters. 

¶ How long are your business meetings? Many chapters send needed information electronically to all 
members or just certain committee members rather than filling up the agenda. A shorter agenda devotes more 
time to a program. 

¶ Are meetings both social and business?  Meetings can be a retreat, a tour, or a visit to a school to help a 
teacher prepare her classroom. Members could assemble new teacher gifts or Jared Boxes, or sing at a care 
facility. Try having a party for homeless children and gift them with a book that you have read to them. Have a 
get-together with a nearby chapter, take a trip on one of the DKG International tours, or attend a state 
convention or Southwest Regional Conference together.  

¶ Do you help mentor your own members? Remember not only the new professionals, but also those 
changing a subject area, grade level or position. 
 

Let diversity into your Chapter. The tiniest changes can often rejuvenate 
members and add that “special something” which is the winning feature 
that brings in a new member.   
 

We are looking for areas of the state to charter new Chapters. Currently 
we are exploring Elk Grove near Sacramento. If you know of someone 
whom you would like to recommend from that area or if you know of a 
potential area for growth, contact me at chistatepresident@gmail.com  
Looking forward to seeing you at the 2017 Convention in Los Angeles.

Treasure the Past 

Who was A.J. Haywood? 
 

After the 1968 National Convention, leaders of DKG 
California State were challenged by one of the International 
Founders, Dr. Helen Koch, “…to go back to California and 
develop a model legislative program that other states and 
International can copy.” Under the leadership of State 
President Bea O’Brien, the Executive Board adopted the 
Legislative Action Program at the next Chi State 
Convention. One outgrowth of this program was the creation 
of the bi-annual Legislative Study Session, first held in 1974, 
under the leadership of Ruth Church Gupta, Chi State’s 
Legislative Advocate, and coordinated by Nancy Martin.  
 

Last biennium the name was changed to A.J. Haywood 
Legislative Study Session. Who was A.J. Haywood and why 
change the DKG California State Legislative Study Session 
to bear her name? Her name was Atha Jane Haywood but 
she was never called anything except A.J. This flaming 
redhead with a soft, pleasant voice let you know she was 
capable to take command of any situation. She joined 
Gamma Omega Chapter in 1967 and served her Chapter as 
President, Vice President, Parliamentarian, and Legislative 
Representative. Professionally, A.J. was chairman of the 
English Department at Los Gatos High School.  She served 
as chairman of the WASC Accreditation team for the district 
and became the first woman president of Los Gatos Joint 
Union High School District Teachers’ Association, being 
elected to a second term.   
 

A.J. served DKG in several capacities, but perhaps the one 
for which she is most remembered is the service she gave 
to the Professional Affairs Committee (now Educational 
Law/Policy). She served as Legislative Coordinator from 
1989-2001. Under her guidance, a meaningful Legislative 
Program was well established in California and transferred 
to most of the other states. At the International level the U.S. 
Forum was established following the format and purpose of 
California’s Legislative Study Session. 
 

After twelve years of service and the successful completion 
of the 1968 challenge, A.J. retired as Legislative 
Coordinator. Devoted to DKG, A.J. continued giving of 
herself until her passing. She was a generous person not 
only with her time but as demonstrated by the substantial 
amount of money she bequeathed to DKG California State 
to be used at the discretion of the Finance and Executive 
Committees. Several funds have been named in her honor 
and the title of the Legislative Study Session has been 
changed to honor her and reflect the devotion she showed 
to the program. Members will keep her legacy alive by 
participating in the A.J. Haywood Legislative Study Session.

The DKG California Leadership Development 
Committee is planning a seminar on Friday, May 5, 
during the DKG California Convention. Thatôs Not 
How We Do It Here, written by John Kotter, will be 
used to discuss the change process. It is a follow up 
to his other book on change, Our Iceberg is Melting. 
Both books focus on the elements of change and 
how to use them to strengthen a group.  
 

Through the trials of two Meerkat communities, 
Thatôs Not How We Do It Here covers defining the 
problem, finding solutions to the problem and coping 
with the situation while solving the problem. The 
communities find ways to utilize their strengths and 
resources and develop strategies to cope with their 
challenges.

Betty Jean Reynolds, Epsilon Nu, Area XVII, has 
made practical use of her art endeavors from her 
early teaching career to the present. She used art to 
teach math to other teachers and students. Though 
art was not her major in school, it became a primary 
interest for her. After being inducted as an 
artist to the California Art Educator in the early 
seventies, she became an Art Consultant for the 
Stanislaus Office of Education in 1973. 
 
Though she has been diagnosed with macular 
degeneration which has presented challenges, this 
doesn’t deter her from pursuing her love of art. 
Visual Impaired Persons Support (VIPS) has 
provided her with a “Video Eye.” Through this device, 
she keeps painting but uses much less color. She 
continues to be excited about learning and using this 
device. It is leading her to new avenues for her 
talent. 
 
She incorporates past travels, landscapes and still 
life for her sketches, watercolors and acrylics. One of 
her watercolors on display at the DKG California 
Convention in Fresno was purchased by another 
DKG member. Upon meeting the buyer, she 
discovered the buyer had recently been diagnosed  

with macular degeneration. They immediately 
bonded and connected because of the art and their 
impairment. 
 
Betty Jean and Henrietta Sparkman, also a member 
of Epsilon Nu, have encouraged their Chapter to 
contribute to fund an Art Scholarship through the 
Central California Art Association. Art continues to 
be the avenue to reach out to others despite her 
impairment.

World Fellowship Committee Assists  
Women from Non-Member Countries 
 

Initiated at the 1946 National Convention of Delta Kappa Gamma, the 
World Fellowship Program is designed to assist women from non-
member countries to study in the United States or Canada. By 1958 the 
program began to look like it does today. In 1972 World Fellowship 
became a DKG Standing Committee. 
 
The 2016-2017 recipients are some amazing women. They are from 25 different countries. Twelve are PhD 
candidates while the other eighteen are working on their Master’s Degrees. Their fields of study vary widely, 
from Women’s Studies to Biomedical Engineering. Three are studying right here in California. 
 
Fellowship applications are conducted through bi-national selection committees sponsored by Fulbright 
Commissions/Foundations or by the Cultural Affairs Office of the United States Embassy in the applicant’s 
home country. All documents are sent to the Institute of International Education (IIE) in the United States. If the 
applicant plans to study at one of the approved Canadian universities, they apply to the DKG World Fellowship 
Committee in the province in which the approved university is located. 
 
World Fellowship has come a long way from 1960. At that time, the Delta Kappa Gamma World Fellowship 
Committee awarded $2,500 and in 2016-2017 the Committee awarded $91,200.  Since 1960, 941 women from 
122 countries have received 3.9 million dollars from DKG World Fellowship. 
 
The World Fellowship Committee continues to work to endow scholarships to aid outstanding women 
educators in pursuing graduate study and to grant fellowships to non-member women educators.
